Figures from REINZ statistics for the Hawke’s Bay
District for Lifestyle and Horticulture properties sold
through Real Estate firms for the months of April, May
and June 2007:

Total number sold ... 74
Total accumulated value ....................... $45,109,000
Average sale price achieved...................... .. $609,581
Average of monthly median time on market .... 96 days

The average price has dropped considerably back to levels
calculated in late 2005 which is most likely due to the
slower turnover in the higher price brackets experienced in
recent months. From the three month total of 74 sales,
only six were over $1 million and 12 over $800,000.

The volume of sales is consistent with the last three
quarters and the average of the monthly median time on
the market also remains pretty steady at around three
months.
